Resolution Opposing Uranium Mining in Northern Colorado

December 17, 2007

The Steering Committee of the Fort Collins Sustainability Group hereby adopts the following resolution regarding proposed uranium mining in Northern Colorado.

WHEREAS, a proposal has been made to mine uranium in Northern Colorado using in-situ and open pit mining; and

WHEREAS, there is proven risk of irreversible ground water and airborne radiation contamination as a result of such mining activities; and

WHEREAS, no country or organization has yet developed an effective method of isolating toxic radioactive waste from the environment; and

WHEREAS, there is no acceptable safe level of exposure to ionizing radiation; and

WHEREAS, documented increases in the rates of various cancers, congenital defects, genetic abnormalities and deaths have occurred in geographic areas in which uranium mining activities have taken place; and

WHEREAS, no safe long-term uranium storage procedure currently exists; and
WHEREAS, due to the above and other data, the nuclear fuel cycle ranks unacceptable in the hierarchy of safe, affordable, and clean energy practices; therefore be it

RESOLVED, that the Fort Collins Sustainability Group opposes the practice of in-situ and open pit mining of uranium due to the documented adverse health impacts of such mining; and be it further

RESOLVED, that we call on the United States and all governments to find solutions for safe storage of existing toxic nuclear waste, to eliminate all nuclear weapons systems and to end all harmful and potentially harmful nuclear activities.
